7.  Referring to at least two works you have studied, consider in what ways, and for what purposes,
authors have highlighted environmental issues.

8.  How far is there a contrast or a similarity between the views of the author and the views of the people
he/she is writing about? In what ways is this contrast or similarity conveyed in at least two works in
your study?

9. In what ways, and to what effect, is war presented in the works of at least two writers you

have studied?

10. In what ways can our reactions to works of literature be influenced by our knowledge of their
historical background? Discuss with reference to at least two works you have studied.

11. Some authors are read as much for their writing style as for what they are telling us. Comment on the
language used by at least two writers you have studied.

12. “Forbidden fruit tastes sweetest.” How far, and in what ways, is this statement illustrated in
at least two of the works you have studied?
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
