Of course, some of the points listed will appear in weaker papers, but are unlikely to be
developed.

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An adequate to good guided literary analysis will:

show some recognition of the character’s isolation and/or sense of alienation

explore the origin of these feelings

comment on the character’s relationship with his family and wider social setting
comment on some aspects of language use, for example, syntax, word choice, imagery
and the role played by narrative voice.

A very good to excellent guided literary analysis may also:

explore in more depth the origin and development of the character’s feelings

consider the role of physical setting (Brooklyn, Newfoundland) and the significance of the
photograph

give a more precise consideration of the effect of the language choices

offer a more subtle appreciation of the influence of narrative perspective, for example, the
transition between the external and internal representation of the character.

An adequate to good guided literary analysis will:

identify the past and the present situation

consider the role of water in the development of the speaker’s thoughts
comment on the shift towards a reflective tone in the final three stanzas
explore some of the ways in which imagery is created and used.

A very good to excellent guided literary analysis may also:

offer a more subtle understanding of the relationship between the past and present

explore the ways in which the imagery of water contributes to the representation of

memory

show a deeper understanding of the thoughts expressed at the end of the poem, for
example, the concern with poetic inspiration, the notion of “memoried life”

consider the way that imagery is used in a literal and figurative way.
