Use
two or three examples from your study of social issues to support your position.

6. Either

(a) Does a work of fiction or drama have to have a hero?  Discuss with reference to at least
two literary works you have studied.

(b) Love can be a destructive force.  With reference to at least two literary works you have
studied, discuss whether you agree or disagree with this statement.

(c) The writer is the conscience of his or her people.  Discuss, using specific examples
drawn from at least two literary works you have studied.
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
